Applies to all teams:
• Product
• Engineering
• Security
• Legal
• HR
• Operations
• Customer Service
• Any Data Processor acting for the organization
[bookmark: _Toc214623688]3. Triggers
Section 7 may be invoked only when processing falls into one of these categories:
A. Voluntary Purpose Processing (7(a))
Data voluntarily given by the Data Principal for a specific purpose.
B. Legal Mandate (7(c)-7(e))
Processing required:
• by Indian law
• by court order/judgment
• to comply with claims enforcement
• to comply with statutory filings
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
